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	PROCEDURE TO SAVE THE YORKSHIRE DALES LOCAL PLAN POLICIES AFTER APRIL 2009



Purpose of the report

1.
To seek agreement from Members to extend the Yorkshire Dales Local Plan policies beyond April 2009.

Strategic Planning Framework

· Corporate Plan – Objective 15
Work with our partners to provide a clear, up-to-date framework for the management of the National Park, including Local Development Framework documents that properly reflect National Park purposes and provide a clear and consistent framework for planning decisions.
Report
2. The current Yorkshire Dales Local Plan was adopted by the Authority in April 2006. It is used every working day to guide decisions on planning applications and to inform developers, the public and the Authority’s partners about planning policy in the national park.
3. On adoption the Local Plan was ‘saved’ for 3 years and will therefore expire in April 2009. The work that is progressing to replace its housing policies will not be complete before next April and the rest of the Plan will not be revisited for at least two years. All of its policy topics therefore need to be extended beyond 2009, until such time that they are formally replaced by the Local Development Framework. Failure to do this will undermine the Authority’s long term planning objectives for the national park.  

4. There is a formal procedure for extending the life of Local plan policies. A written request is made to Government Office, Leeds, seeking a ‘Direction’ from the Secretary of State for Communities and Local Government. A similar successful request was made last year to save some of the policies in the Minerals and Waste Local Plan 1998. These will now be used to guide a decision on the Swinden/Threshfield quarry application.
5. Whilst it is up to the Authority to decide which of its policies it wishes to save, there is nevertheless a government protocol that sets out various tests. For example whether there is any duplication of national policy. The Government has signalled that it will not normally save local policies that merely repeat national planning policy. Nor will it save policies that are considered to be out of date, or otherwise not in conformity with current national or regional policy.
6. The onus is therefore on the Authority to demonstrate which of its Local Plan policies are still up to date and useful. The latest Annual Monitoring Report for 2007/08 is helpful here because it provides a recent analysis of local plan policy performance. Its conclusion with regard to the Corporate Plan objective above is:

7.
The attached table sets out the various tests. The intention is to submit this to Government Office with the objective of saving most of the policies in the Local Plan. There are, however, 8 policies that do not seem to meet the government criteria or which officers recommend do not need to be retained for other reasons. An explanation is provided for each.
