9. There may be a number of other closures of unsealed routes within the National Park, at the time of writing.  Where these have been put in place by the County Councils, and not the Definitive Map Team, they are not listed in this report.  

Matters submitted to the Secretary of State (2008-9)
10. The result of the Moor Head Lane Public Inquiry, that took place on 1 July, is now known.  The Inspector confirmed the Order, subject to his proposed modification. This means that the original Order for Byway Open to All Traffic for the whole of Moor Head Lane has been changed to part Byway and part Restricted Byway.   Moor Head Lane now consists of two lengths of BOAT separated by a length of Restricted Byway.  
11. Two other matters  - the Stockdale Lane appeal and Appletreewick 16, are still with the SoS awaiting a decision.  Two Restricted Byway Orders at Swyneley Cowm have now also been submitted for confirmation.    
Outstanding Matters awaiting Submission to the Secretary Of State
12. There are currently six outstanding opposed Orders (4 are Definitive Map Modification (DMM) Orders,  2 are Path Orders) awaiting submission to the Secretary of State for confirmation:

· Two DMM Orders relating to the BOAT at Cam High Road 

· Two DMM Orders relating to FP 12 Buckden and FP 30 Grassington respectively 

· Two Public Path Orders relating to FPs 25 & 28 Bainbridge and FPs 7 & 8 Coverham-with-Agglethorpe respectively.
